ADMINISTRATIVE COUNCIL HIGHLIGHTS
Below are some highlights from our September Administrative Council meeting. They’ll be
meeting again Monday, November 7 at 7 p.m. Everyone is always welcome to attend!

Pastor Meredith rejoiced in two recent baptisms and that eleven new members were
received. The H20 team is ready to tackle over 30 projects, with Serve Fest helping too.
Barb Heath, Senior Coordinator, will be highlighting a senior each month in the newsletter.

Bruce Chapman, Trustees Chair, reported that the parsonage back yard is being improved
to prevent further basement flooding problems. The Trustees are doing a complete
insurance analysis of our present carrier and a possible new one through the
denomination. An anonymous donor is making it possible for significant improvements to
the sanctuary sound system.

Jerry March, Treasurer, reported that the estimated budget for 2012 is $385,000, which is
a 4% increase over 2011.

A group of people are going to start a Cancer Support group, which will support those who
are fighting cancer, and those who care for them.

Jon Roden, Children and Youth Coordinator, reported that the summer softball team will
be participating in a fall league. Home Mission and Christo Mission teams will now meet
once a month during Sunday School.

On behalf of Missions Mary Howe reported that $18,000, which represents a percentage
of our building addition monies has been set aside for international missions, per our
policy to share our bricks and mortar blessings with those in developing countries. Emily
Locy, who now works with Jane Snyder’s organization, Melchizedek’s Treasure, will
oversee construction of a home for orphans in Uganda ($9,000) and Matthew Cramer will
oversee construction of a security fence to protect children in an orphanage in Liberia.

Quincy Wheeler, Associate Pastor, reported he is helping Jon Roden with the Grades 4-6
REALS8 program and will begin seminary studies shortly.

Joy Ebersole, Sunday School Supt., reported that the Sunday School has made their
plans for the year. Collections will be divided as follows: $50 to Matthew Cramer
(Liberia), $50 to Emily Locy (Uganda) and the rest to the Dominican Republic. Cheryl
DeyErmand is the new Sunday School Secretary.

Laurie Rider has devised a draft schedule for small group studies for the coming year.
She welcomes any ideas for additional studies.

UMW President Sandy Corbett reported that over 30 women attending the one-day retreat
in August. They're trying to get more women involved in UMW.

OCTOBER 2011 SENIOR PROFILE

** For those of you who may not know Alice, she served
as our church organist for 57 years. She and

husband, Leo were an integral part of the Jefferson
United Methodist church family for over ahalf

century. Her music contribution to the church was
outstanding and dedicated. Shestill livesin their

home on Jefferson Street and limits her outings to
doctor visits. We miss her worshipping with us!

Alice Elaine Haas, now 91 years old, was born September 20, 1920 in Big Timber, Montana, oldest of three children
born to Ray and Esther Haas. She had two younger brothers, Leslie, three years younger, now deceased, and Leland, living in
Bradenton, Florida, eight years younger. Her father had received land through the Homestead Act in Big Timber, Montana
after serving in World War 1. When Alice was ten, the family was burned out by the severe drought in the area so they
loaded up their possessionsin aModel T touring car and headed for Geneva, Ohio where they temporarily settled in with her
mother’ s parents, Duane and Mary Marsh. Alice s grandfather was aloca contractor and built a number of large buildingsin
the Ashtabula areaincluding J. C. Penny Company on Main Street. The family resided with her grandparents until her father
found a job a the Grand River Orchard. Her parents gathered their belongings and moved to the house on the orchard
property rent free Alice began her school career in a one room school house in Montana and tells the story about begging
her parentsto let her ride her horse to school until they finally consented. On the very first day as she was riding she lost the
lid to her lunch box so that was the end of her horse transportation to school. When the family arrived in Geneva, she
attended Harpersfield School through sixth grade, continuing on to complete her education at Geneva High School. Since
music was her first love, she had many opportunities to use her talent by singing and accompanying choirs, bands, and even
assisted students at music competitions.

Alice sintroduction to music was a pump organ in the family’ s home in Big Timber when she was nine years old and
when her family finally settled in their Ohio home at Grand River Orchard, at the age of eleven, Alice finaly got a piano.
She scrubbed floors in the three story tourist house of Miss Webster, her wonderful piano teacher, to pay for her lessons. As
time went on, her parents paid for her lessons by picking vegetables. Alice started her piano teaching career driving to the
home of thirty eight pupils. When driving became too much she gave lessons from her home for $3.50 per half hour a lesson.
It was during that time that she learned to play the church organ from John Tal cott, Jefferson Methodist church organist at the
time and later gave organ lessons herself. During her career she was Jefferson United Methodist organist for fifty seven and a
half years, accompanying the choir, played with dance bands and at the Ashtabula Palace Ballroom, for school graduation
ceremonies, weddings in thirty two different churches, and played the organ at the Fleming funeral home for twenty five
years.

During her senior year of high school she met Leo Harju, her husband of fifty seven years. Because Leo was an avid
baseball player their first date was attending an athletic banquet at Jefferson. They dated two years and were married
December 21, 1940. She adds that she had awonderful Finnish mother in law! They were blessed with two sons, Ron (Darla)
Harju, residing with Alice as her care givers with two children, Heather and Adam and their other son, David (Diane) Harju
living in West Lynn, Oregon. David has three children, Zachary, Madison and Luke. There are five grandchildren and five
great grandchildren. In their later years Leo would have Alice phone friends on their birthday and Leo would sing while
Alice played “Happy Birthday”. This brought great delight to both them and their friends. They enjoyed fifty six years
together sharing their love of music. Leo sang in the church choir for forty eight years and also sang with the Ashtabula
County Men’'s Town Choir for forty five years. He passed away December 29, 2006 after a lengthy illness. They lived in
their current house at 65 West Jefferson Street for fifty one years together.
