     I  hope the title of this ar ticle doesn’ t catch you off guard or  br ing you great 
disappointment!  Ear ly in my pastoral ministry I  remember  a young couple who joined the 
church and were so excited about being a part of a “ wonder ful congregation” !  Everyone 
was so fr iendly and helpful and got along with each other  beautifully!  This couple got 
involved in var ious mission activities and programs and continued to rave about the 
extraordinary way the people related to each other  and the community.  After  about 3 
years, they decided to serve on the Administrative Council and they came to me after  a 
couple of meetings, very disappointed that everyone didn’ t agree with each other .  “ I  
couldn’ t believe that there was conflict and even some cr iticism!!,”  said the wife!  “ I  
thought OUR church was per fect!”   I  tr ied to explain to them that there are no per fect 
churches, because there are no per fect people, however  the Lord desires that we work 
toward harmony all the time.  I t is everybody’s job to protect the unity of the church!  The 
sooner  we give up the illusion that a church must be per fect in order  to  serve God &  
others, the sooner  we understand grace &  sacr ificial love! 
 
          Real fellowship in the life of Chr ist’s church begins when we recognize that “ all of us 
are sinners and fall shor t of the glory of God” .  However , unity is the soul of the church 
and we are commissioned by Jesus Chr ist to do everything possible to preserve the unity, 
protect the fellowship, and promote harmony in the family of believers.   Just like every 
parent, God enjoys watching his children get along with each other .  There have been 
times when I  have been horr ibly broken -hear ted when there have been divisions among 
members in our  congregation and fellowship has been destroyed.   Reconciliation , not 
running away is the road to stronger  character  and deeper  faithfulness.  Romans 14:19 
says “ Let’s agree to use all our  energy in getting along with each other . Help others with 
encouraging words; don’ t find fault.”  
     1.  Refuse to listen to gossip.  Remember , people that gossip to you,  are probably  
 gossiping about you. They are called troublemakers.  Fire goes out for  lack of  
 fuel, and tensions disappear  when gossip quits. 
    2.  Practice Chr istian conflict resolution!  3 step process: “ I f a fellow believer  hur ts  
 you, go and tell him – work it out between you.  I f he listens, you’ve made a  
 fr iend.  I f he won’ t listen, take 1 or  2 others with you so that the presence of  
 witnesses will keep things honest.  I f things still are not worked out, tell the  
 pastor  or  church leader  to get involved. Matthew 28:15-20   (Even Jesus could  
 not make everybody happy!)  
     3.  Choose to pray &  encourage rather  than cr iticize God’s family!   
 
     God blesses churches that are unified! “ When God has a bunch of baby believers he 
wants to deliver , He looks for  the warmest incubator  church God can find.”  (Rick Warren) 
 I  challenge you to accept as your  Chr istian promise  to protect and promote peace in the 
life of our  church. There are no per fect church people, but everyone needs to be loved and 
cared for  and we can provide a place to belong!

October  Senior  Profile of the Month 

Vivian Ford 
 Vivian Ruth Sheats was born in Rock Creek, Ohio on January 23, 1932 to Lenoard and Elizabeth 
Sheats, the youngest of four children.  One brother,  Lenoard, 10 years older, Dorothy, 8 years older and 
Helen, 4 years older and , you guessed it, Vivian was the youngest, and this was to her advantage in the 
household.    Even though they lived in town her father was a big gardener along with his full time job and so 
there was always canning to do each summer.  Her  mother, along with working, was known for her pie 
baking skills and sold  homemade pies to the local Rotary Club and Exchange Club for years. 
 When Vivian was 3 years old her family moved to Jefferson on South Chestnut Street where she 
resided until she was married.   Being the”  baby of the family” , Vivian was treated as such, but on some 
occasions when she was summoned by her parents with….”Vivian Ruth!”   she knew she was in trouble.   Her 
chores consisted of cleaning and doing lighter chores because she was too little for bigger jobs and got a small 
allowance if the work got done.  Her older sisters did the bigger jobs such as laundry and ironing.   Living in 
town gave Vivian opportunity to have lots of neighborhood friends to play with.  She recalls they would gather 
and play softball on Erie Street where, at that time, there were but a few houses and lots of space to play ball.  
She also received a bicycle for her birthday one year and remembers being able to ride most anywhere in town 
and attended the local Ames theater a lot to view the movie of the week. 

 
SIDE STORY  During Vivian’s childhood, her father and grandfather purchased a railroad box car and 

situated it on the corner of Chestnut and  Walnut street and created what is known as the Jefferson Diner 
today.  At that time, it contained a counter and stools.  After some time the men moved the box car to its 
present location and added a kitchen where Mrs. Sheats was the cook.  The restaurant was sold to a Mr. 
Hutchinson and Mr. Sheats became employed as a foreman with the local Cozier Box Company known to us 
as Stone Container. 

 
Vivian attended Jefferson school all twelve years and graduated in 1950 in a class of forty three.   

Although she did not sing or play in the band, she was very actively involved in several of the school clubs and 
remembers history as one of her favorite classes because she liked her teacher, Mr. Ginis.  As a graduation gift 
she was given a trip to Arizona to visit her cousins and stayed about two months.  When she arrived home she 
immediately got a job at the Jefferson Diner from six till two where she worked for two or three months.   
Through her father, Vivian was offered a job at the box company where she met the love of her life, Keith 
Ford.  Keith was born and raised in Williamsfield and served in the Korean War after he graduated and served 
31 years as an auxiliary policeman for Jefferson.  When he arrived home he was also hired at the box factory 
where he met Vivian.   Their relationship blossomed and finally Keith proposed and presented her with an 
engagement ring December 10, 1955.  They married February 25, 1956 and enjoyed fifty one years together.   
They were blessed with two children,  Laurie of Jefferson and Russell  (and Darlene) and three wonderful 
beautiful granddaughters, Amanda and husband, Matthew  living in Elyria, Emily who resides in Ashtabula, 
and Caitlyn who is a sixth grader at Jefferson.   

 
Vivian grew up in our local Methodist church and has been a vital part of the life of the church.  Over 

the years she has been a Sunday School teacher for K, 1 and 2nd grades, Girls Scouts, 4H Club, when her girls 
were children, chairperson for funeral dinners for the church, financial counter once a month  assisting the 
treasurer Jerry March, serves at the Christian Café dinners, volunteers for kitchen duty for the Bloodmobile 
Drives, volunteers at ACMC as coordinator for Pre Admission Testing (will be 20 years in 2012), was awarded 
local UMW Woman of the Year 2011.  She has been a real blessing to others and has a wonderful servant’s 
heart.  We are blessed and proud to have her as one of our seniors at Jefferson United Methodist Church.

FROM PASTOR QUINCY 
Hebrews 4:12, "For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it 
penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of 
the heart." 
 
I©m taking a break from our usual study in Philippians this month, to consider the question I©ve been 
asked several times: "What is your style of preaching? How do you come up with sermons?" Hebrews 
4:12 provides the Scripture, and Dr. Stephen Manley provides an explanation of the verse that 
expresses my philosophy for preaching. (I interned with Dr. Manley in 2005... you can see more of his 
writings at crossstyle.org). 
 
"Picture a special room which is free of contamination.  There is a bed in the middle of the room for 
you to rest upon.  This room is a well-lighted surgical room with people anxious to serve you.  You will 
be well taken care of and you are invited to lie on the bed and rest.  Now picture the Word of God as 
the surgical bed upon which you are to rest. It is here that the knife of the Living Word begins to cut, 
not to destroy, but to heal.  
 
"This is the proper picture of preaching.  As a preacher, I come to His Word without resistance or 
hesitation.  I crawl up on His Word allowing Him to cut, expose, and change my life.  Hurting and 
somewhat bleeding, I crawl to the sacrifice altar of the pulpit to expose to my congregation where the 
Word of God has been cutting me.  They are drawn into the surgical procedure I have been 
experiencing.  I then crawl back to my study to heal for a couple of days, only to get back on the 
surgical table of the Word of God and do it all over again. 
 
"Biblical preaching is not a preacher skilled in using the surgical blade of the Word of God upon his 
people.  It is a man who is willing to expose his entire being to the Word, both Living and Written, with 
courage enough to reveal it to the people he loves.  It is the 'sacrifice OF preaching.'  Any other 
attempt at preaching falls far short of anything defined as preaching.  We do not handle the Word of 
God; rather it handles us.  We do not study the Word of God; rather it studies us.  We do not preach 
the Word of God; rather it declares itself through us."                            - Dr. Stephen Manley  
 
This is the dream I have regarding preaching. It is NOT the same as teaching subject, or offering a 
motivational speech. Preaching must be the presentation of the Word of God, because only Jesus© 
Words have the power to bring life and wholeness. Let it be so in me, Jesus, and in all of us in the 
church - when we speak, think and act let it be out of the cutting and changing your word is doing 
within us!
