Administrative Council Wrapup 
 Our new Administrative Council Chair, Chuck Phelps, convened the meeting held January 15, followed 
by Pastor Meredith, who shared a devotional.  Laurie Rider shared about small group studies that are about to 
launch and ones planned for later this year.  Sandy Corbett reported there will be a brief United Methodist 
Women’s meeting February 12 at 9:45 a.m. to elect officers.  They’ re planning to sponsor a workshop on human 
trafficking, and will be making and selling Easter candy.   
 Pastor Meredith shared plans for our Community Open House, which will involve all aspects of our 
church.  We’ ll be inviting the whole community to this celebration.  Ash Wednesday is February 22, and there 
will be a service with Ashes that evening at 7:30.  Ashes will also be given at the Jefferson Healthcare 
Wednesday morning Bible study and at Adventure Club that day. 
 Greg Housel reported that there are a few minor items to complete on the new wing, which will be done 
soon.  We continue to outfit the wing, including technology aspects.  We’ve received a grant from Century Link 
to purchase a smart board system, which will be used by teens, Sunday School and Spiderweb for their 
afterschool tutoring program.   
 Jon Roden reported that the Christo team will be traveling to Rockford, IL June 24-30 for a workcamp 
experience. Team meetings will move to 6 p.m. on the fourth Sunday beginning in February to attract more adult 
leadership.  Home Mission Team will work July 9-12, repairing and improving homes in the county.  He’s 
planned a combined Real8 (4-6th graders) and youth (7-12 graders) event – ice skating.  Vacation Bible School 
will be the week of July 23, and he is looking for someone with administrative strengths to co-direct with him. 
 The H2O team has been spearheading an effort to restore a home in Dorset.  Their annual work week 
will be the week of March 25 to Oak Hill, West Virginia.  A letter of intent to the Ashtabula Foundation was 
reviewed, and will be sent to them, requesting a grant to support the idea of a countywide, coordinated home 
repair service.  It was also noted that five people, including Pastor Meredith, will be traveling to Uganda at the 
end of February to interact with child soldiers and other victims of war there.  Concerning Peace with Justice, 
Mary Howe reported that the HALO Christmas program in the Jefferson area went very well, with our church 
adopting five large families.   
 Pastor Quincy commended our various choirs and music groups and encouraged people to let musicians 
know if they appreciate their efforts.  His new semester at seminary has started, and he shared that he had a 4.0 
last semester.  Congratulations!!  He’ ll be starting two new small group studies – one during the Men’s Sunday 
School class and one on Friday evenings. 
 Paul Shelko, Trustees Vice Chair, reported that we’ve changed our insurance carrier to Brotherood 
Mutual, which is specifically designed for churches.  A new backsplash will be installed behind the dishwasher 
and mold in the basement will be addressed.  WIC will probably be moving their offices to the old 
Adminstrative offices.  Susan Avsec, the new Pastor Parish Relations Chair, reported that they’ ll be meeting 
soon to wrap up work on a newly revised, comprehensive Personnel Policy manual, which will hopefully be 
ready to present at the March Ad Council meeting. 
 Jerry March, Business Manager, distributed the final figures on our 2011 finances.  We used 94% of our 
budget, with approx. $5500 left at the end of the year.  All bills were paid in full.  Our offering was down a little 
bit, but he credited that to people pledging to the Building Campaign.  We’re under budget on the new wing, 
having expended $701,000.  We’re holding $150,000 in the bank to finish up tasks connected to the project, 
such as paving and landscaping which will be done in the spring.  We were able to use local vendors for 90% of 
our needs for the building project.  We are moving forward on some of the auxiliary projects, like painting the 
sanctuary, to maintain our present facility.   
 Sunday School Supt. Joy Ebersole shared about our very exciting ribbon cutting ceremony to open our 
Sunday School rooms.  The Sunday School staff will meet at the end of March. 
 Deanna Blough, Music Staff Director, commented on the success of our Christmas Eve presentation of 
Messiah.   
 The Administrative Council will meet again March 12.

From Pastor Quincy 
 
Philippians 1:23-24 - " I  desire to depar t and be with Chr ist, which is 
better  by far ; but it is more necessary for  you that I  remain in the body."   
 

This month we©re picking up where we left off in Philippians, as Paul discusses the 
conflict he©s experiencing, namely between whether his life will end in prison or 
execution or whether he will be set free to join the Philippian church. 
 
In these verses, Paul explains his feelings about this decision, which is out of his 
hands, as a prisoner under imperial guard. Paul©s personal preference is clear... he 
would rather be with Christ. He describes this church in a strong manner, saying 
that being with Christ is better BY FAR, meaning there is no comparison between 
the two options. 
 
This leads me to ask myself the question: is being with Jesus the preferred option 
for me? If I have a choice, will I always find myself going back to his side? I love 
watching little kids when they are just learning to play and talk to others. The shy 
ones will always, inevitably, prefer to play with their parent, taking every toy back 
to mom©s side. Can that be me and Jesus? Not that I have to be shy, but that every 
moment and decision I©ll just want more than anything to experience with Him? 
 
Finally, Paul says that he realizes it would be better for the Philippians if he stayed 
on earth, and, in the next verse, he concludes that staying will be the ultimate result. 
Though Paul doesn©t have any divine revelation of this, he concludes, based on the 
character of Christ, that he will stay on earth for the time being. Why? Because 
Jesus has work for Paul to do among the Philippians. Because Paul©s life is not his 
own... he has the mindset of Jesus always directed toward expressing love and life 
to others. 
 
Is Jesus© mindset my mindset? Do I make plans and decisions based on my 
knowledge of His Character, or my personal preferences? Do I see His love for 
others as the determining factor in my decision-making processes? There is a life 
Jesus has specially created for you... would you fall into His arms and let Him carry 
you into it?

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her childhood with two sisters, Arlene (Roger) Whetstone of Willard, Ohio and Dorothy (Cliff) Currier of Ft. Myers, Florida. 
The girls were involved in all areas of family life on the farm including driving the tractor during planting and harvesting the 
wheat and corn, the usual chores such as gardening, cooking, canning and sewing.  Madge remembers her father plowing with 
horses which was not uncommon in those days. They raised just about every kind of farm animal including a pony, pigs, cows, 
sheep, chickens, and of course a dog and a few cats.  She tells of her mother making all the girls clothes and even remaking for 
another sister to wear along with making pajamas out of feed sack material. (Today we call this recycling.) The girls were 
eventually taught to sew their own clothes. 
 

Ralph and Myrta Kime encouraged the three girls to learn to play several musical instruments  
so the seed of loving music was planted in their childhood.  Her father was a self-taught “old time fiddler and square dance 
caller” .  Eventually the family joined together to make music and became known around Huron County and neighboring areas 
as the “Kime Family Orchestra” .  These were times filled with singing and playing at many dances and other gatherings.  
Madge remembers her Dad sang the square dance calls rather than speak them which was unusual. She remembers what great 
fun the family had singing and playing for others.  Education was a high priority to her parents.  Madge completed high school 
and went on to attend Kent State University earning a Bachelor Degree in music education. She was active in the Women’s 
Glee Club, A Cappella Choir, Symphony Band, and Marching Band during her college years and lived off campus on the third 
floor of a Methodist Co-op House with eleven other girls sharing six bunk beds, one bathroom, one sink, one toilet, and one 
bathtub, all at the same time. Some girls required the window be left open during cold weather so her mom made her this 
wonderful warm quilt which kept her cozy! There was one Housemother for the whole co-op household.  I’m sure she has lots 
of stories about those college days! 
 
 Her husband, Robert E. Lehnert was (and still is) the love of her life.  She tells about the first time she and Bob met 
was at a 4H camp at age twelve.  He dunked her in the river!  They did not see each other again until she was sixteen when her 
family was playing at a park and Bob asked to take her home.  Her dad thought better of the offer because he was with three 
other boys.  Bob and Madge dated until he left for the army and were married August 2, 1947.  During their early years they 
lived in Crestline, Ohio, then moved to Cleveland where Bob attended and graduated from Mortuary College.  Madge taught 
music in Mentor while he worked in the funeral homes.  Madge also has a funeral director’s license.  They became proud 
parents of four children, Jane Louise (Bob Snyder) Maryland; Barbara Jean (Denis O’Keefe) Virginia; David Robert (Christine 
Haskins) Ashtabula; and Anne Marie (Brian Thompson) Bay Village, with eleven grandchildren and two great grandchildren.
